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Message from the Shelter Manager

The new year is here and CASA is hoping to help even more animals in 2013. Many people
know we transfer in dogs in from other shelters who are out of time or need a change of
venue. Sometimes we receive calls asking if we can take pregnant dogs and litters of
underage puppies with or without their mothers to care for them. Usually we are not in a
position to say yes due to the lack of foster homes.

This year we are hoping to change that. We are in need of dedicated volunteers who are
open to the possibility of taking in puppies until they are old enough to spay and neuter and/or
pregnant dogs who need a comfortable place to live while they wait for their puppies to arrive.
Those mothers will stay in the foster home and care for their young until the puppies are
weaned. In an ideal situation we would love to have a different foster home where she is
separated from her puppies and could stay for 2-3 weeks while her milk dries up and she gets
ready to be spayed and up for adoption. The length of time puppies need to stay in a foster
home varies and is based on the age the puppies go into foster and their breed size.
Generally we hope they are big enough for surgeries at 6-8 weeks of age. Small breeds or
male puppies may need to wait a little longer to be altered.

If you are interested in possibly becoming a foster home for dogs please call or visit the
shelter and speak with a staff member. When you sign up to become a foster home, your
name goes on a dog foster list. You will receive a call from the staff with information about the
dog(s) needing foster care and you decide if it would be a good fit for you at that time. If not,
we will contact you for the next one and you have the same decision to make. Fostering is not
only rewarding, it saves lives!

NAENAE AND HER NINE PUPPIES

NaeNae is a boxer-mix who was owned by someone on the
Olympic Peninsula. When she gave birth to nine puppies it turned
out that her owner did not have the time nor could they afford to
keep her and the pups. They came in contact with a local rescuer
who offered to take them. The owner didn't follow through and the
rescuer didn't hear back from the owner. In the following days
NaeNae and her pups moved around from one house to another
while the owner tried to figure out other options.

The rescuer was worried about NaeNae and her puppies and out

knew of the person who owned her. Amazingly, NaeNae and her just skin and bones
puppies were all at the vet’'s.

NaeNae was already severely underweight by the time she wound up at
the vet and it was clear she had not been fed. As a result, the puppies were not getting what
they needed and NaeNae was literally skin and bones. With nine
T W] nursing puppies and her now requiring a soft food diet, her weight
would remain a struggle.

In spite of all she was put through, she was extremely sweet and a
very good mother. The rescuer cared for NaeNae very well, but knew
she and her puppies needed a different environment and her puppies
would soon be ready for placement.

| He contacted CASA’s shelter manager and asked if CASA had space
for NaeNae and her puppies. Once the transfer was arranged,
NaeNae and her nine puppies made the five hour trip to CASA.

When she arrived, NaeNae was still severely underweight. She and
her pups were lucky that day. They ended up staying together in an
extra large kennel at CASA which also happened to be the warmest
spot they could be. There were five male and four female puppies.
The pups were put up for adoption once they were weaned. After
they were spayed and neutered they went to their new families.

NaeNae has been placed with a foster family. She will stay with them
until her milk dries up and she is a healthy weight. By then her jaw
should be healed, she will be spayed while also having the wire in
her jaw removed, then she will be ready for adoption. She is a sweet,
loving dog and will be a wonderful pet for the right family.

Once again, NaeNae and her pups’ story has a happy ending
because of networking between animal rescues and shelters. CASA
thanks Steve Markwell of the Olympic Animal Sanctuary for rescuing

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Protecting Your Pet

In October, CASA sponsored an ACCES Pet First Aid and CPR course that was well attended. An ASPCA
handout that includes hazards in the home, dangerous household plants and holiday hazards was
distributed and extra copies are available at the shelter. Learning about harmful substances and what to
do in case of emergency is critical for all pet owners.

Here is a brief introduction, but learn more about this and animal care by going to www.aspca.org and
then to Pet Care and Animal Poison Control Center.

Are there certain potentially harmful substances that pets get into more than others? ’&
Each year, the ASPCA Animal Poison Control Center manages more than 150,000 calls. The following .

common household goods and products are involved in more calls than any other items: II'?
Prescription and over-the-counter drugs, both of the human and pet variety, including painkillers, cold and v

flu preparations and antidepressants. The ASPCA cautions pet owners to never give their four-legged =
family members any type of medication without first talking with a veterinarian. All drugs should be kept out -
of reach, preferably in closed cabinets above countertops. :

Insecticides and insect control products such as flea and tick preparations and insect baits. Some species | =
of animals can be particularly sensitive to certain types of insecticides, so it is vital that you follow label
instructions exactly and never use any product not specifically formulated for your pet.

Common household plants such as lilies, azaleas and kalanchoe, rhododendron, sago palm and schefflera can also be
harmful to pets.

Chemical bait products designed for mice, rats and other rodents. When using any rodenticide, place the product in areas that
are completely inaccessible to companion animals.

Common household cleaners such as bleaches, detergents and disinfectants. Gastrointestinal distress and irritation to the
skin, eyes or respiratory tract may be possible if a curious animal has an inappropriate encounter with such products.
